Dear 11th Grade Parents,

On Friday, November 3, the 11th grade class will be traveling to Washington, D.C. for a
field trip. On the bottom of this letter you will notice the itinerary for the day. Please
especially note the departure and return times.

The day will be roughly divided into three parts. From 10:00 AM to 12:00 PM we will
visit Capitol Hill and the Supreme Court. From 12:30 PM to 2:30 PM the students will
have an opportunity to visit the various sites on the Mall area. This will be an
unsupervised time! A chaperone will be placed strategically at the Smithsonian Castle in
case students need assistance during this time. However, the students will be given
special instructions concerning the use of this time and the boundaries within which they
can travel.

In the afternoon, the entire class will visit the United States Memorial Holocaust
Museum. This tour will fit in well with their study of World War II this year.

Finally, the students will need to provide their own lunch and dinner. A bag lunch would
be advisable; however, it is possible to buy lunch on or near the Mall facilities, but the
places are obscure (and expensive). Following our visit to the Holocaust Museum, we
will re-board the bus for the trip home. Before we leave Washington we will stop at
Union Station for dinner. Union Station has been completely renovated and now has a

very large food court. I think every student can easily get enough to eat for less than
$15.00.
